Table 3 (Spanish) shows an excerpt from the Excel sheet used in Moreno´s (2022) study, 

illustrating the annotations performed on the segments around Limitation sequences in 

research article Discussion (and/or other closing) sections in Spanish (SSC07SP) (column 

D). Column F displays the units of analysis, or meaningful RA segments, where <p> 

signals a paragraph break. Column E indicates their position in the text. Columns J and 

K show the specific and general communicative functions (SF and GF, respectively) of 

the segments according to Moreno and Swales’ (2018) modified move-step analytical 

methods (see the meaning of the codes in Supplementary material 1). The last two 

columns display the new annotations: the rhetorical purpose of the segments and the 

sequence into which they were integrated.
